Boolean Logic, What is it? 

ÅBoolean Logic was created in 1888 by 

mathematician George Boole. 

ÅBoolean Logic consists of several logical 

operators. 

ÅThese operators  consist of the terms AND, 

OR, and NOT. 



Where and Why it Should be Used 

ÅBoolean logic can be used when searching 

on the City College libraries databases and 

the Internet. 

ÅThis particular search technique allows you 

to broaden and narrow your search so that 

you receive a higher amount of relevant 

information.
